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Coursesandcourseregistration
Duringthe month of Julyall acceptedstudentswill receive
ane-mailwith preciseinstructionson how to enrol courses
in the faculty. Studentscoming on exchangethe Second
Termwill receivethe emailin December.

Coursesin the Facultyof EconomicsandBusinessof the UB
havelimited spaceandsomeof them are verydemanded,
so it is utterly important that you are flexible with the
courseselection.

In the e-mail you will receivea link to the applicativeon-
line where you must enrol in the courses. Attachedto the
e-mail you will also receive the list of courseswith the
schedules,semesterin which eachcourseis programmed
and timetables of the courses(with this information you
must fix your own schedule). Placesin the coursesare
limited and thus is important not to leave the on-line
enrolmentfor the lastminute.

Youmustbe verycarefulregardingthe scheduleof all your
courses (check that your courses do not clash) and
regarding the languageof teaching of the coursesyou
choose. Whenchoosingcoursesmakesurethat you have
sufficient knowledgeto follow the course,for exampledo
not enrol in Microeconomics 3 without having any
knowledge in Microeconomics. After the enrolment of
courseswe cannot guaranteethat we will be able to do
changesdueto limited placesof groups.

We strongly recommendall exchangestudents to do all
possible changes on-line and while the applicative is
active.

Finally,after the beginningof classesthere will be a small
period for changesin the enrolment. However,as already
said, you must take into account the spacein coursesis
very limited and therefore there will be very few course
available.

Studentsprobably know that, the UB, like Cataloniaas a
whole, hastwo official languages: Catalanand Spanish. In
general terms, this means that people speak both
languagesand choose the one in which they wish to
expressthemselves. This matter makes it likely to hear
both in andoutsideclass.

Catalanis the institutional languageof the Universityof
Barcelona,and is therefore used in all the ¦ƴƛǾŜǊǎƛǘȅΩǎ
institutional and administrative affairs. Teaching is
conducted in both Catalan and Spanish, which are
/ŀǘŀƭƻƴƛŀΩǎofficial languages. But while it seeks to
guaranteeits studentsthe standardiseduseof Catalan,the
¦ƴƛǾŜǊǎƛǘȅΩǎincreasinglyinternational involvementand its
participationin interuniversitymobility programshaveled
it to adopt languagepoliciesthat alsofoster the studyand
use of other languages,speciallyEnglish,to consolidate
the¦.Ωǎpresenceasa multilingualinstitution.
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Tohelpstudentsmakethe mostof their time in Barcelona,
we recommend them to try to learn at least a little
Catalan. Studentscan start their learning processbefore
their arrival in Barcelona!ServeisLingüísticshasupdateda
webpage (http://www.ub.edu/sl/en/acollida/) which
providesinformation and links to a rangeof resourcesfor
learningthe languageoutsideCatalonia. Manyuniversities
offer introductory courses,and studentscanalsolearn on
the Internet with the Speakc@tCatalansurvivalcoursefor
university students or the multimedia resources at
Parla.cat (http://www.parla.cat/).

The simultaneous learning tool Romanica
Intercom (http://www.romanicaintercom.com/) gives a
good illustration of the relative easewith which speakers
of oneRomancelanguagecanunderstandanother.

So,asCatalanbelongsto the familyof Romancelanguages,
and the commongroundbetweentheselanguagesmakes
it easier for visiting students and non-Catalan-speaking
studentswho can speaka Romancelanguageto begin to
understandthose classestaught in Catalan. In practice,it
alsohelpsthat the kind of languagebeingusedin classis
typically scientificor technical,rather than non-academic
andinformal.

TheEstudiosHispánicosdepartmentorganizesandteaches
specific courses in Spanishlanguagefor students who
belong to the Erasmus exchange programmes. These
coursesare organizedthree times a year. Theyamount to
40 hours and are organized in two levels of language
knowledge: elementary(A2) and intermediate(B2), with a
certificateof attendanceandfinal evaluationincluded.

All coursesconsistof 40hoursof classesandworth 5 ECTS.
Priceof the coursesmaydependon the programin which
the exchangestudent participates; Erasmusstudentswill
pay subsidizedprice, while studentsof all other exchange
programs (Bilateral Agreements, etc.) must pay the
standardprice.

Howthe Universityis organized?

TheUniversityof Barcelonais organizedin 16 faculties
and some affiliated centres. Each faculty offers
different studies,thus the UBpossessa wide offer of
subjectsand studies that fits the specific needs of
eachstudent.

International ExchangeStudents of the Faculty of
Economicsand Businesscan follow coursesin other
facultiesof the Universityof Barcelona. Nevertheless,
the studentmustdo at our Facultyat leastthe 51%of
the total number of credits enrolled. Studentsmust
also issuean authorizationfrom the other faculty in
whichthe coursethey want to follow istaught.

Hewill be able to
do so if he obtains the authorization from the
International RelationsOfficeof the Facultyof Law.
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Workload

TheWorkloadof eachsubjectdependsat a higher extent
of each professor and of his/her vision about how the
subjectmust be organized. Eachprofessorhasthe right to
implement his/her own evaluationmethod far as he/she
follows the pre-establishedprogramof the subject. Given
that the Facultyof Economicsand Businessgivesa great
importanceto the practicalapplicationof the subjectsit is
quite probablethat you will haveto do somereports and
practicesrelated with the contents explainedthe master
classesof the course. Themajority of the professorsoffers
the possibility of following a continuous evaluation and
accumulatea percentageof the final grade during the
semester. This way the students will have less workload
during the finals period and increasethe possibilitiesof
obtaininga better grade.

Languageof the courses

Subjectsin the Faculty of Economicsand Businessare
generally offered in Catalanand Spanish. Even though,
there is an increasingoffer of subjectsoffered in English.
Each subject has more than one group. Students can
choosethe group that better fits their interestsregarding
the language in which it is taught, the professor, the
schedule,etc.

Examsandpunctuationsystem

Eachsemesterhas an exam period. You can check the
dates in the academiccalendarof this guide. It is very
important to attend the examof the courseANDGROUP
you are enrolled. In caseof attendingotherƎǊƻǳǇΩǎexam,
youwill missyourmark.

Makesureyouareattendingthe classof the groupyouare
enrolledandyouattend the correctgroupexam.

The Language of each course depends only of the
ǇǊƻŦŜǎǎƻǊΩǎpreferences. But it is announcedwith enough
anticipation in the webpageof the Faculty. When doing
the online registration to coursesmake sure you have
checked the languageof instruction of the course and
groupyou arechoosing!Changein Septemberwill be very
difficult, therefore, it is very important you makesureyou
aredoingcorrectlyyour online enrolment.
